Pertinent Painty Points

Paint 24
Ruth is Stranger than Richard.

or....."The Hump and How to
Get Over It.”

If you've ever painted anything
from reference, you will at some
point have experienced the
confronting hurdle of
“D~A~R~K~S".

In this scene its clear that the
colours in the wet sand

reflection are much darker

than the colours in the sky.
However, this is where
observation (truth),

perception ( human
interpretation), slam into
eachother, and perception nearly
always wins.

Most people will feel a very strong
resistance to those dark colours.
They may match the colours, but
will then apply the paint in such a
way that its thin on the surface
and doesn’t come out as dark as
it needs to be. People will say the
words "I'm terrified of going that
dark"... "Oooh this is scary"... and
"I don't think | want to paint it like
in the photo, | would like to do my
own version of this scene".

Even having seen a
demonstration that works, it
doesn’t stand a chance against

the power of perception.

| believe this is why humans have
such a hard time facing truths. In
order to deal with truth, you may
have to let go of "the way you
want things to be".

And that want is a very mighty
condition.

So, in order to overcome this ogre
of a problem, first of all, give
yourself a break. Be kind to you.
Treat it like something equally as
daunting, like say Public
Speaking. Start by speaking to
one person, then two people etc.
If you're not comfortable, don't go
speaking today. Wait until you're
prepared.

Just gradually introduce more
darks as you progress in your
journey as an artist.

Secondly , if you haven't tried it
yet, try applying the Right Brain
approach.

Ive had very little resistance to
constructing a scene turned on its
side. And once the job is done,
and turned right way up again,
there’s always an atmosphere of
renewed enthusiasm in the
painters confidence level.

It might always be that the battle
between perception and
observation will continue, but with
a few side stepping techniques,
you can gradually build a system
that works for you.

Good luck. Be brave. And
remember “The Truth will set you
free, but first it will give you the
pips”.
